Africa Malaria Day should empower Southern scientists

Today is Africa Malaria Day — a day dedicated to raising awareness of the disease that kills over a million people each year, mostly young children in sub-Saharan Africa. 

This year aims to focus on how partnerships can reverse the progression of malaria and make a significant impact on the disease in endemic countries.  

Tom Egwang, a leading Ugandan malaria researcher, argues for stronger partnerships between governments and researchers in Africa. He believes more has to be done from within the continent to develop a desperately needed malaria vaccine. 

African scientists must use creativity and innovation to develop their own solutions, says Tom — Africa should not simply be a conduit for Northern science clinical trials. He calls for African policymakers to invest in African science as the engine for socio-economic development.
