Science in the Himalayas
The Himalayas — the source of Asia's nine largest rivers and a lifeline for the 1.3 billion people downstream — sweep over 2,400 kilometres across Bhutan, China, India, Nepal and Pakistan. 

Sandwiched between the two giants China and India, least developed countries such as Bhutan and Nepal often go unnoticed in the struggle to mitigate climate change and attract the funding and expertise needed to conserve biodiversity and avert natural disasters. But ensuring they do is crucial for these small countries — and those surrounding them. 

This Himalayan science collection highlights:

· constraints on the countries' ill-equipped scientists to monitor climate change;

· the balance between conservation and development; and 

· homegrown solutions locals are using such as bioengineering and community forestry to confront environmental challenges. 

Local participation and tailored solutions are essential, but this message is often lost amidst the international spotlight on frontier science.
