Nadia led the successful bid to host the WCSJ 2011 in Cairo and was acclaimed president, following tradition that a science journalist representing the host country of the next WCSJ becomes president of the federation. The winners of the 2011 event - the Arab Science Journalists Association and the U.S.-based National Association of Science Writers – will bring the prestigious bi-annual conference to Cairo for the first time.

The 7th WCSJ, in 2011, will surpass the achievements of the sixth, its co-director has promised."We're going to aim even higher" said Nadia El-Awady, who will be co-directing the conference. She told SciDev.Net that journalists can expect a very international perspective at the conference, something she feels has been lacking in previous conferences.
